Two-year Postdoctoral Fellow position is available October 1, 2009 in the Developmental Lung Biology Laboratory, University of Colorado Denver, Anschutz Medical Campus. We are seeking an experienced and motivated individual to investigate a role of purinergic signaling system in hypoxia-induced angiogenesis in pulmonary circulation and in other models of angiogenesis. 

The project has a specific focus on signaling function of extracellular adenine nucleotides in hypoxia-induced vasa vasorum neovascularization and pulmonary vascular remodeling as they relate to hypoxia-induced pulmonary hypertension. The project involves: functional and phenotypical characterization of lung microvascular and vasa vasorum endothelial cells; investigation of purinergic receptors, intracellular signaling pathways, purine-converting enzymes, and transcription factors involved in angiogenic responses in endothelial cells; investigation of autocrine/paracrine effects of adenine nucleotides and their role in intercellular communication. The project will utilize multiply molecular, cellular, pharmacologic and genetic approaches, immunofluorescence microscopy, and animal work. Qualified candidate should hold a Ph.D. degree and have a strong background in Cell/Molecular Biology, Biochemistry and Vascular Biology. The Postdoctoral Fellow is also expected to develop new techniques, take a leadership role in planning scientific activities, contribute to manuscript and grant writing, and participate in collaborative interdisciplinary research projects. The candidate is also expected to have effective written and oral communication skills and the ability to work effectively.
